27th March
Club Runs

February 3rd
Six riders turned out for the club run on a chilly and windy, but dry morning. They were Robin Bellamy, Stuart Walters, Eddie Clutton, Tom Bailey, Jamie Scott and Mark Borck, who had obviously not been put off by his first run the previous week.

They set off through Newland Street and on along London Road to ride up the hill to Pytchley, just before they arrived at the top, there was a loud bang and a hiss as Mark rear tyre punctured. After the inner tube was replaced they continued the ride by way of Orlingbury and Little Harrowden to Mears Ashby.

From Mears Ashby they went to Wilby and turned right before turning left down the hill to Hardwater Crossing.

Robin realized that he needed to be home before we could expect to arrive, so he turned off in Wilby  to make his own way back. The others rode along to Wollaston and turned right at the roundabout then left up the hill into the village; they then took the road to Hinwick and then Podington followed shortly after by Wymington, where they turned right and rode to the junction with the A6 just south of Rushden a short ride along the road lead to a left turn and a ride through Newton Bromswold to Yelden, where they turned left for Caldicott and then Chelveston. At this point Eddie and Jamie continued on towards St. Neots and the remaining trio turned towards Raunds and on down the hill to Ringstead, where they turned along the valley to cross the river at Ringstead Mill admiring the fresh bit of hedge laying on the way, it looks much better than the more usual slashing, which of course leaves vast amounts of debris in the road.

They continued on to Great Addington turning left at the church to ride back to Kettering via Cranford.

Tom arrived home just before 12:30 about 40 miles covered.   

February 10th

Mick Wood, Stuart Walters and Mark Borck accompanied Tom Bailey on this weeks ride. The day started very bright and sunny with a light wind, ‘though the temperature was very low.

They set off towards Rothwell and continued through the town to ride to Kelmarsh via Harrington. At the junction with the main road they rode straight across and past the entrance to Kelmarsh hall up and over the hill before taking the turn to Clipston. After riding through the village, they turned along the Harborough road for a short way before turning left onto a single track road leading to Sibbertoft. On reaching the village they turned right to ride past the Flying club and turn left to take the road to Welford. A left turn just on the outskirts and they headed to Naseby, where they turned right to ride through Haselbech and just short of the A 508 they turned onto another single track road, which joins the A508 at Kelmarsh, then back to Harrington to turn right to return to Kettering by way of Loddington.

Tom reached home just before mid day a distance of 37 miles.

February 24th

 Mick Wood, Stuart Walters and Robin Bellamy set off from Sainsbury’s on a cool, cloudy but dry morning and rode out of town along Rockingham Road. They made there way to and through Rothwell and on to Harrington. Robin, who was riding his bike complete with tri-bars left the other three after crossing the roundabout on the by-pass as he needed to ride a little faster in preparation for the forthcoming Brian Charroneau Memorial Time Trial.

The trio continued on to Harrington and then Kelmarsh followed by Naseby and then a fast descent to take the turn for Cottesbrooke, where they turned towards Brixworth, Stuart was first up the hill past the old church. Good training for his first event of the season, the Handicap road race at Middleton; three times up Bringhurst.

After crossing the main road the rode down the hill to cross Pitsford Reservoir and up to Holcot, Stu turned for home while Mick and Tom continued to Sywell and home by way of Little Harrowden, Orlingbury and Pytchley.

Tom arrived home just before mid-day, a distance of 37 miles. Not so fast as the previous weeks run taken by Brad, Liam and Mark Borck.
